1
INTRODUCTION

1.1 These Rally Instructions provide detailed information for entrants regarding the conduct of the events taking place on the water during the Royal Southern Yacht Club RIB event 2004.

1.2
The format for the Open Motorboat Weekend will be:

a) Saturday morning - 
Predicted Log event.

b) Saturday Lunch - 
Royal Solent Yacht Club, Yarmouth, Isle of Wight.

c) Saturday afternoon -
Return to Hamble for prizegiving in Royal Southern Yacht Club

1.3
All competing crews will be made honourary members of the Royal Southern Yacht Club for the duration of the event.

2 SAFETY

SAFETY TAKES PRIORITY OVER THE RALLY AT ALL TIMES. The International Rules for the Prevention of Collision at Sea and local bye-laws regarding the safety of navigation in the Solent, Southampton Water and the River Hamble must be observed.

3.
DISCLAIMER
3.1
The Royal Southern Yacht Club is providing this Rally only on the understanding that the Club or its representatives bear no responsibility for any loss, damage, injury or inconvenience to craft or persons howsoever arising, directly or indirectly from their rules, policies or rulings during the Rally or related activities.

3.2
In particular, owners/entrants SHALL: -

a)
Accept full responsibility for the seaworthiness and safe navigation of their craft, the provision of adequate safety equipment, the safety and competence of their crews and deciding whether to start, continue or retire from the Rally in the existing or forecast weather conditions.

b)
Draw their crews’ attention to this disclaimer before the start of the Rally.

d) Acknowledge their responsibilities on the official entry form. 

In no way is this event a race but a test of navigation and seamanship skills

DISTINGUISHING NUMBERS

Each entrant is allocated a Rally Number which is shown on the front of this document. Two Rally Number boards will be provided to entrants when they register and these shall be displayed prominently to port & starboard of their vessel throughout the event.

5
ARRIVAL, REGISTRATION AND BRIEFING

5.1
Entrants should arrive at the Royal Southern Yacht Club between 08:00 & 09:00 on Saturday 11th September and present the Committee with their Registration Form (appendix 4) duly completed. 

5.2
Where possible, the Club will arrange moorings for visitors whilst at the club.  Entrants arriving at the Club by water are requested to contact the Bosun on VHF Ch.37 (M), call sign 'Southern Launch', for berthing instructions.

5.3
The mandatory briefing for the Predicted Log event will commence promptly at 09:15 on Saturday 11th September and should be attended by all skippers and observers. To facilitate the smooth and timely running of the event, it is essential that the briefing commences on schedule and that entrants and their craft are ready to proceed to sea without delay thereafter.  The co-operation of the entrants in this matter is much appreciated.

6
THE PREDICTED LOG

6.1
General Rules 

6.1.1 The Predicted Log entails the entrant, given a known starting point, time and course stating their cruising speed and predicting their finishing time. Entrants shall remove/cover clocks, watches and all other navigational instruments with the sole exception of magnetic compasses, echo sounders and engine instruments. Entrants shall state their predicted elapsed time on the form given in appendix 3

6.1.2 The Winner of the Predicted Log shall be the craft completing the course with the minimum total error. This will be calculated as follows:

Total error = magnitude (Predicted time taken – Actual time taken)  x  100 


            Predicted time taken 

6.1.3
Timing will start when the Green start flag is raised and cease on passing due south of the Committee Boat at the finish. Once across the starting line, entrants shall maintain their stated cruising speed at all times

6.1.4 At the discretion of the Rally Committee, competing vessels may be asked to carry an independent observer aboard during the Predicted Log competition to monitor compliance. Entrants should bear this in mind when planning the size of their crew for the event. 

6.1.5
Entrants will be required to be in possession of up to date charts covering the whole area of the course.
6.2
Starting Procedure 

6.2.1 Competing boats should assemble in the Mustering area (immediately W of Bald Head Buoy (50( 49.90 N / 1( 18.25 W) 10 minutes before their allocated start time and mill in an anti-clockwise direction at slow speed (< 6 knots) and off the plane. 

6.2.2
The Start Boat (which will be described at the Briefing) will act as a gate boat for a rolling start and will move slowly back and forth across the line of the start run and entrants should remain to the North West of the Start Boat.

6.2.3
Approximately 2 minutes before the designated start time, the Start Boat will raise a Yellow Flag and turn to proceed along the line of the start run. The 2 minute signal will also be announced from the Start Boat on VHF Channel 77, call sign "Royal Southern Committee".

6.2.4
The Start Boat will gently increase its speed on its run to the Start Line. Competing boats should form up to starboard and a minimum of 30 metres aft of the Start Boat's transom.  When the Start Boat crosses the Start Line, the yellow flag will be lowered and a green flag will be raised, signifying the start.

6.2.5
The Start Line will be an imaginary line bearing 235( between Coronation Buoy and the Calshot Coastguard Tower. The direction of the start will be to the SE and Coronation buoy should be left to Port as it is a mark of the course.

6.2.6
A time penalty of 3 minutes may be awarded at the discretion of the Committee to any competing boat failing to observe the 30 metre distance aft of the Start Boat whilst under the yellow flag signal.

6.2.7
A diagram showing the start procedure is given in Appendix 1.

6.2.8
Planned start timings and signals are summarised in the following table:

All calculations of results will be based on the actual time that the Green Flag is raised. Should this not occur at the time shown above, any difference will be taken into account.

6.3
Courses 

6.3.1
Courses are given in Appendix 2A & B. Entrants may decide which of these two courses they wish to follow. If an entrant wishes, they may submit predicted times for each course and make a final decision with regard to weather conditions after passing the Warner buoy.

6.3.2

Entrants MUST complete the stated course.

6.3.3
In the event of poor weather, alternative courses may be selected by the Committee. 

6.3.4
The courses have been set using the following Admiralty Charts 2035, 2036, 2037 & 2045 but possession of these specific charts is not mandatory.

6.4
Finishing Line and Procedure

6.4.1
The Yarmouth finish line will run due south from the Committee Boat and competing boats should cross this line from East to West. 

6.4.2
The Committee will record finishing times from the Committee Boat. All craft shall also record their finishing times on Part B of the Registration Form which should then be returned to the Committee at the earliest opportunity.

6.4.3
All craft are expected to finish the Predicted Log between 12:00 and 13:00. Any craft not finishing by 13:30 will be deemed to have retired.

6.4.4
Entrants retiring on the course shall advise the Committee by using VHF Channel 77  call sign “Royal Southern Committee”.

6.4.5
All craft that have finished shall keep clear of the Finishing Line. After finishing the Predicted Log, entrants are free to make their way to the Royal Solent Yacht Club moorings where berthing will be arranged for Saturday lunch.
